and BNSC Certification 

 

On behalf of the Board of Directors, I am pleased to present this annual report for Bermuda Cancer and 

Health Centre (the “Centre”), together with the audited financial statements for 2013.  

During 2013 the Centre achieved all of its strategic objectives set by the Board. 

In August 2013 the Centre received the American College of Radiology (ACR) – Breast Imaging Centre of 

Excellence (BICOE) designation.  By awarding the status of a Breast Imaging Centre of Excellence, the ACR 

recognises that our Centre has earned accreditation in mammography, stereotactic breast biopsy, and breast 

ultrasound (including ultrasound-guided breast biopsy).    

In October 2013 the Centre achieved the Bermuda National Standard Certification (BNSC).  The BNSC 

enables a charity to demonstrate that it meets best practice standards in relation to Board Governance, 

Finance & Investment, Legal, Human Resources and capacity building.  We are very proud of the Centre’s 

accomplishments during 2013. 

Our vision is “to serve our community building healthier lives free of cancer and disease”.  The work conducted 

by the Centre would not be possible without the on-going and dedicated support of volunteers, donors, staff, 

and the management team and I wish to express the gratitude of the Board of Directors to everyone who 

supports the Centre.

The Centre donated $160,038 enabling uninsured and 

underinsured to continue receiving valuable cancer screening 

 

On behalf of the staff, volunteers and donors of the Centre I am pleased to join the Chairman in the presentation 

of the 2013 Annual Report.    

2013 was a year of accomplishments for the Centre.   Adding on to the breast biopsy service, which the Centre 

introduced in 2012, this year the Centre also began offering prostate biopsy tests as a means of improving access 

to screening for prostate cancer for the male population of Bermuda.     

Over the past two years the Centre has placed significant focus and resources to help provide increased access to 

healthcare for Bermuda’s male population.   This year, a Men’s Health Fair was held in June at the Seventh Day 

Adventist Church on King Street and the Centre was joined by other health supporting agencies, such as the 

Bermuda Diabetes Association, the Bermuda Heart Foundation, Open Airways and the Department of Health in 

order to provide men with free and confidential access to healthcare.  Also in June, Dr. Michael O’Leary, Urologic 

Surgeon from the Brigham and Women’s Hospital, provided a public talk at our “Men’s Night Only” event. 

This year the Centre was once again pleased to limit expense costs which resulted in an excess of revenues of 

$351,735.   The support for uninsured and underinsured patients increased by 36% in 2013 compared to 2012, 

however, this additional cost was offset by the donations the Centre received from its 2013 Tag Day, Raffle 

Programme and October Breast Cancer Awareness month fundraising events.  

The Centre garners the majority of its revenues to support its operation through the provision of diagnostic imaging 

procedures which include mammograms, ultrasound, bone densitometry and breast and prostate biopsies.  

Although there was little change in the insurance reimbursement rates for 2013, the Centre did experience an 

overall decline in revenues for clinical services of 4.6% predominately as a result of changes to the screening 

recommendations for Bone Density assessment.    

Although the cost of clinical procedures conducted at the Centre are fully covered by local private health insurance 

providers, reimbursement by the Health Insurance Department (HID), which provide HIP and Futurecare, for services 

outside of King Edward VII Memorial Hospital, was restricted to the Bermuda Health Council’s 2013 Diagnostic 

Imaging Fee Schedule.  Therefore, not all procedures offered at the Centre are reimbursed by the HID.   

The Centre continues to evaluate the needs of our community in order to achieve our mission and also provide 

support where needed to ensure everyone in Bermuda have the access to healthcare that they need.    

None of what we do would be possible without the continued support of our donors, volunteers, staff members and 

supporters.  Thank you for helping us to achieve our mission

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I M P R O V I N G  S U P P O R T  F O R  M E N ’ S  H E A L T H  

PROSTATE BIOPSIES 
In October 2013 the Centre began offering Ultrasound Guided Prostate Biopsies under the direction of 

Clinical Director, Dr. David Green.   

As a screening tool, a prostate biopsy 

may be warranted for asymptomatic 

patients when a primary care doctor 

determines that a man has an elevated 

Prostate Specific Antigen on at least 2 

occasions, as detected through                

a blood test, and when the patient also 

has an abnormal prostate as indicted 

by a digital rectal examination.  The 

procedure is conducted in our dedicated 

ultrasound suite and takes only a few 

minutes to perform. 

 

The second Annual Men’s Health Fair was held on June 6th at the Seventh Day Adventist Church on King Street.  

Over 200 men attended the Health Fair which had partner agencies; the Bermuda Diabetes Association, 

CORE, Open Airways and the Department of Health participate and provide access to free health checks for

The Centre Achieved the American College of Radiology’s Breast Imaging 

Centre of Excellence Designation 

 

The American College of Radiology’s (ACR) Breast Imaging Centre of Excellence designation means that the 

Centre has earned accreditation in mammography, stereotactic breast biopsy, and breast ultrasound 

(including ultrasound-guided breast biopsy).  

Centres designated as an ACR Breast Imaging Centre of Excellence have: 

 Voluntarily gone through a rigorous review process to be sure they meet nationally accepted 
standards. 

 Employed personnel who are well qualified, through education and certification, to perform and 
interpret medical images and administer radiation therapy treatments. 

 Acquired equipment appropriate for the testing or treatment of breast cancer. 

 Met or exceeded quality assurance and safety guidelines. 
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C L I N I C A L  S E R V I C E S  

BERMUDA NATIONAL STANDARDS CERTIFICATION 
 

In January 2013 the Centre undertook the Bermuda National Standards Certification process.  The purpose of 

charities certification is to help charities that are seeking government and/or community funds to demonstrate 

through compliance, with a set of 27 internationally recognized standards of practice, that they are 

effectively and efficiently operating the charity.  

 

The certification process involved a detailed review and 

analysis of an organisation's administrative operations 

against international standards of best practice for 

charitable organisations. 

 

FULL RANGE OF DIAGNOSTIC IMAGING SERVICES PROVIDED 

BREAST BIOPSY 

Since the inception of this service in May 2012, the Centre conducted 273 breast biopsies and fine needle 

aspirations as of December 31st, 2013 which resulted in the detection of 91 cases of breast cancer.  As a 

comprehensive centre in breast cancer detection, patients are able to have a breast biopsy performed right 

away therefore minimizing the amount of waiting and worrying a patient may otherwise experience.  We are 

extremely proud to offer this level of comprehensive service for the community we serve. 

DIGITAL MAMMOGRAPHY 

Digital Mammography remains the gold standard for breast cancer screening.  In 2013 the Centre conducted 

over 9,100 screening and diagnostic mammograms. Female patients, over the age of 40 year may simply call 

the Centre and book an appointment for their annual screening mammogram; other mammograms require a 

physician’s referral.  

ULTRASOUND 

The Centre’s Mary-Jean Mitchell Green Ultrasound Suite, along with 

our fulltime ultrasound technologist, continue to offer men and women 

an expanded array of ultrasound services for abdominal, vascular, 

testicular, prostate and extremity exams as well as breast 

ultrasounds and biopsies. 

BONE DENSITOMETRY (DEXA) 

DEXA is one of the most accurate bone density tests available and assists in the diagnosis of bone mineral loss 

at an early stage.  This test also allows physicians to determine the rate of bone loss, show changes in bone 

density over time, and track progress made during treatment.

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E D U C A T I O N  

PROVIDING COMMUNITY SUPPORT 

CANCER INFORMATION SERVICE (CIS) 

Residents of Bermuda have access to our free Cancer Information Service provided through our partnership 

with the Canadian Cancer Society.  By calling 232-2247 individuals may speak directly to knowledgeable 

Cancer Information Specialists on a host of cancer topics and receive information about support available in 

our local community.   

 

 

LENDING LIBRARY 

Located on the ground floor of the Centre, the library offers more than 800 books and DVDs covering a wide 

range of cancer and health topics. 

SUNSMART 

The incidence of skin cancer in Bermuda is 12% higher than the incidence of skin cancer 

in the United States as shown by comparison data between the Bermuda National 

Tumour Registry and the US National Cancer Institute.  The Centre’s SunSmart 

Awareness Programme is delivered in schools and summer camps and provides 

children and camp leaders with information on the importance of sun protection 

measures to avoid sunburn and potential skin cancers later in life.   

LUNGSMART 

Sponsored by Argus, our smoking prevention programme provides students                                 

with a sound understanding of the health dangers associated with smoking and 

the high level of addiction to nicotine which occurs with smoking.  

LECTURE AND TALK SERIES 

Providing free, relevant health information to the community is an important goal of the Centre. Through 

public presentations, corporate lunch and learns and community and corporate health fairs the message is that 

cancer is preventable, treatable, and beatable. Building awareness is an important part of helping to 

increase screening and decrease mortality rates.

The Centre continued to support two scholarship recipients in 2013.  Erek Fox was provided a $10,000 

scholarship in support of his current studies to be a physiatrist.  A second scholarship valued at $10,000 was 

also granted to support LeRhonda Mills in her studies in oncology nursing.   

FUNDRAISING 

The Centre’s annual raffle was drawn on Oct. 16 and with the generous support of our volunteers raised 

$29,321 toward our Equal Access Fund. 

BREAST CANCER AWARENESS MONTH 

Patron of Breast Cancer Awareness Month, Mrs. Fergusson,  invited the 

community to “Be a Pink Ambassador” by volunteering, fundraising and 

participating in a number of annual initiatives: Wear it PINK Denim Day, 

Fish Fry, Girls Night In, Breast Talk and a host of other events by 

individuals and organisations.   This year’s campaign raised over 

$266,000.  

Once again the highlight of the month was the Breast Cancer Annual Fun 

Walk.  Event sponsor BF&M transformed Barr’s Bay Park into a magical 

pink venue for more than 1,800 walkers who attended the health fair 

and Survivor’s Ceremony. 

GIRLS NIGHT IN 

We are pleased to congratulate The Bosom Buddies on holding 

their 8 th Annual Girls Night In!  Chrissy Wetherhill, Audrey Cranage, 

June Sousa and Sandra Soares organized the 2013 event which raised 

a staggering $28,241.  Over the past eight years The Bosom Buddies 

have raised over $83,000 to help support Breast Cancer Awareness 

month! 

MOVEMBER   
With the support of our sponsor Elbow Beach Bermuda, over $34,607 

was raised in Movember to support our Men’s Health Programme, which 

encourages men over the age of 40 to take control of their 

health.  Funding was provided to 254 uninsured/underinsured men to 

assist with costs of receiving an annual physical.

INDEPENDENT AUDITORS’ REPORT TO THE MEMBERS 

 

 

To the Members of Bermuda Cancer and Health Centre 

  

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Bermuda Cancer and Health Centre ("the Centre"), which 

comprise the statement of financial position as at December 31, 2013, the statements of revenues and expenditures, changes 

in net assets and cash flows for the year then ended, and notes, comprising a summary of significant accounting policies and 

other explanatory information. 

 

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements 

 

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these  financial statements in accordance with 

accounting standards for not-for-profit organizations generally accepted in Bermuda and Canada and for such internal control 

as management determines is necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that are free from material 

misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. 

 

Auditors’ Responsibility 

 

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We conducted our audits in 

accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in Bermuda and Canada. Those standards require that we comply with 

ethical requirements and plan and perform an audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are 

free from material misstatement. 

 

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial 

statements. The procedures selected depend on our judgment, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement 

of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, we consider internal control 

relevant to the Centre's preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that 

are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Centre's 

internal control. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of 

accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements. 

 

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our qualified audit 

opinion. 

 

Basis for Qualified Opinion 

 

In common with many charitable organizations, the Centre derives a portion of its revenues from the general public in the 

form of donations and contributions, the completeness of which is not susceptible to satisfactory audit verification. 

Accordingly, our verification of donations and deferred contributions was limited to the amounts recorded in the records of 

the Centre. Therefore, we were not able to determine whether, any adjustments might be necessary to donations, amortization 

of deferred contributions and excess of revenues over expenditures reported in the statement of revenues and expenses for the 

year ended December 31, 2013, and deferred contributions and net assets reported in the statement of financial position as at 

that date.

1. General 

 

  The Bermuda Cancer and Health Centre (the “Centre”) is a registered charity formed on July 17, 1945 for the 

purpose of assisting tuberculosis, cancer and diabetic patients in Bermuda. On July 2, 2007, the Centre converted 

from an unincorporated Association to a company limited by guarantee and changed its name from Bermuda 

Tuberculosis, Cancer and Health Association to Bermuda Cancer & Health Resource Centre. On August 31, 2007, 

the Centre changed its name to Bermuda Cancer and Health Centre.  

 

2.  Significant accounting policies  

 

  These financial statements were prepared in accordance with accounting standards for not-for-profit organizations 

generally accepted in Bermuda and Canada (“ASNFPO”) contained in Part III of the Chartered Professional 

Accountants of Canada (“CPA Canada”) Handbook – Accounting, and include the following significant accounting 

policies: 

 

 (a) Use of estimates 

 

  The preparation of these financial statements in conformity with ASNFPO requires management to make estimates 

and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and 

liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenditures during the 

period. These estimates are reviewed periodically and adjustments are made to revenues and expenditures as 

appropriate in the year they become known. 

 

 (b) Revenue recognition 

 

  The Centre follows the deferral method of accounting for contributions. Restricted contributions that relate to 

expenses of future periods are deferred and recognized as revenue in the period in which the related expenses are 

incurred. Unrestricted contributions are recognized as revenue when received or receivable if the amount to be 

received can be reasonably estimated and collection is reasonably assured.  

 

  Revenues from services are recognized when the service is provided to the client and the collectability of the related 

receivable from the client’s insurance provider is reasonably assured. 

 

  All other income, except for contributions, is recognized on the accrual basis when earned. 

 

 (c) Cash and cash equivalents 

 

  The Centre considers all cash on hand, deposits with financial institutions that can be withdrawn without notice or 

penalty, and short-term deposits with an original maturity of ninety days or less as equivalent to cash. Interest earned 

on cash and cash equivalents is at rates ranging between 0% and 0.50% (2012 - 0% to 0.50%) per annum. 

 

 (d) Inventories 

 

  Inventories are carried at the lower of cost and net realizable value, and are valued on a first-in, first-out basis. 

Included in prescription purchases are recognized inventory expenses of $66,665 (2012 - $65,797). There were no 

inventories written off during the year (2012 - $nil) and no provision for obsolete or slow-moving inventories at the 

reporting date (2012 - $nil).

8. Donation to uninsured patients and subsidy for underinsured patients 

 

 The donation to uninsured patients of $88,523 (2012 - $66,346) represents services donated by the Centre for 

patients without insurance. The subsidy for underinsured patients of $71,515 (2012 - $52,243) represents services 

not covered by other agencies. 

 

9. Employee future benefits 

  

 The Centre has a defined contribution pension plan providing pension benefits to all of its employees. Employee 

pension contributions of 5% are matched by the Centre. Pension expense incurred by the Centre in the current year 

was $60,716 (2012 - $60,941) and is included in general and administrative expenditures under salaries and related 

costs (Note 7). The pension liability as at December 31, 2013 amounted to $11,481 (2012 - $315) and is included in 

accounts payable and accrued liabilities in the statement of financial position. 

 

10. Financial instruments 

 

 The estimated fair value of financial instruments, including cash and cash equivalents, term deposits, accounts 

receivable and accounts payable and accrued liabilities approximate their carrying value due to their relative short-

term nature or the fact that they attract market rates of interest. The estimated fair value of marketable securities 

based on year-end quoted market bid prices is disclosed in Note 3.  

 

 The estimates of fair values presented herein are subjective in nature and are not necessarily indicative of the 

amounts that the Centre would realize in a current market exchange. Certain items such as inventories, deferred 

contributions and capital assets are excluded from the fair value disclosure. Thus the individual fair value amounts 

cannot be aggregated to determine the underlying fair value of the Centre. 

   

The Centre is not exposed to any significant interest rate risk, credit risk or liquidity risk. The Centre is exposed to 

market risk with respect to its marketable securities which comprise investments in Bermuda listed companies 

quoted on the Bermuda Stock Exchange. 

 

 The Centre holds cash and cash equivalents and term deposits with three Bermuda-based financial institutions which 

have credit ratings of BBB to A+. Management believes that the Centre is not exposed to any significant 

concentration of credit risk. The Centre monitors its accounts receivable balances and believes that a provision for 

impairment of accounts receivable of $nil (2012 - $66,749) is sufficient to reflect the related credit risk. 

 

11. Related party transactions 

 

 During the normal course of its operations, the Centre purchased employee health benefits and property contents and 

directors and others liability insurance of $165,431 (2012 - $188,920) and $33,820 (2012 - $35,847) respectively, 

from BF&M Ltd. where a Board member of the Centre is the Senior Vice President. In addition, the Centre has a 

defined contribution pension plan (Note 9) administered by BF&M Ltd.  The Centre also paid expenses related to 

HR consultancy, immigration processing, accounting services and staff professional development training of 

$130,599 (2012 - $21,564) to Expertise Limited, where one of the partners is a spouse of a Board member of the 

Centre.

12. Capital management 

 

 The Centre defines capital, for its own purposes, as restricted and unrestricted fund balances. During the year the 

Centre’s objective when managing capital, which was unchanged from previous years, was to hold sufficient 

unrestricted funds to enable it to withstand negative unexpected financial events and continue as a going concern. 

The Centre seeks to achieve this objective by holding sufficient cash and cash equivalents to maintain liquidity and 

enable it to meet its obligations as they become due. The Centre is not subject to any externally imposed 

requirements on capital. 

 

13. Government remittances payable 

 

 Included in accounts payable and accrued liabilities are government remittances payable of $22,930 (2012 - 

$32,544). 

 

14. Prior period adjustment 

 

 The Centre became aware of overpayments received from patients’ insurance providers in relation to Age Subsidy 

cases for 2011 and 2012 amounting to $45,320 and $56,132 respectively. The Centre has restated the comparative 

figures for year ended December 31, 2012 and opening balances as at January 1, 2012 to reflect these overpayments. 

There is no impact on the statement of revenues and expenditures or total restricted and unrestricted net assets as 

previously reported.
